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WLCS and the American Bison Society have received recognition of their renewed efforts

in the ecological restoration of bison across its historic range. In 2008, U.S. Secretary of the

Interior Dirk Kempthorne announced the launch of the Bison Conservation Initiative to

coordinate management and scientific activities related to the Department’s bison herds.
Kempthorne recognized Wildlife Conservation Institute Vice President and Director Kent
Redford for his leadership in bison conservation.
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
